Has your life ever been so dominated by a vision that there was nothing else you would
do until that vision was fulfilled? Have you ever been so captivated by what “yet could
be” that it propelled everything else you did? Have you ever been so consumed by imagi-
native possibility that you were willing to go through the dark times in order to get to the
promised land?

If not, then let us focus on Jesus at this amazing time of year. As we continue this jour-
ney through Lent to the cross, we see the entire life of Jesus caught up in one unfaltering
vision: His march to the cross. With a deep intensity and single-mindedness Jesus lived
into this dominating vision for his life in pursuing God’s purposes for His life---even go-
ing through pain and death in order to reach new life!

It is now the vision and real-
ity that we celebrate this month through Jesus’ death and Resurrection. Let us not miss
the power and focus on this high calling and vision that so captured the life of Jesus AND
that He invites us into as well.

Part of what is so powerful about this vision for the life of Jesus is how imaginative it is.
It had never been done before. In the history of creation nothing like this had ever oc-
curred. And because of it life was set free, death was conquered, possibility erupted, and
Godly imagination once again moved throughout creation! Relationship (between God
and humanity) was restored and hope was again a reality! All because of the power of
one, imaginative, dominating vision for the life of Jesus!

What about us? Could we dare to live into such a vision? Could we also surrender to
God’s imagination for our lives?

The Resurrection at Easter is the perfect time to remember how creative, inventive, and
imaginative the Lord really is. It is the perfect time to remember that Jesus comes and
lives among us still and defeats the dark powers in our world. It is the perfect time to re-
member that we are led to new places, places we have never been before. And it is the
perfect time to remember that the Lord has a “dominating” vision for our lives as well...
one leading to life and possibility and newness and creation.

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WHY THE 20/20 VISION PROJECT ANYHOW?

So why now to embark on something such as the 20/20 Vision project? Why at this time? Why not a few
years ago? Or a few years from now? Why in 2009?

These may be some of the types of questions that come to mind for some as we have begun working on the
facility portion of our vision through the 20/20 Vision project.

In the months ahead these are questions that we will continue to explore together in more depth. However,
for now, there are a few items to note.

For a number of years we have been working with the vision of TRANSFORMATION through Reaching
Seekers, Building Believers in Christ. We have been doing our best to align all parts of ministry under the
three components of Experiencing God (in Dynamic Worship), Growing in God (through Faithful Living),
and Connecting with God (through Creating Community). Now we are finally able to start moving in a
process that will allow even the facility itself to reflect these primary areas of the vision. How exciting to
know that every part of the facility can even be designed to specifically foster Transformation through
Reaching Seekers, Building Believers in Christ! The facility aligning with the vision is the next “logical” step
to carrying out our vision.

Increasingly over the years we have become more and more of a mission center of hope to the people of Al-
toona. We have always been a people who desire to do what we do with excellence, this has always been a

core value to us. Therefore, our desire is also to be the best mission center possible to the people of Altoona.

In order for this to occur, we need to create spaces for people to learn, worship comfortably, connect easily,
be informed, feel welcome, experience God, grow, serve, etc. The more time that goes by that we do not
maximize these opportunities for people, the more discipleship opportunities that we miss.

Especially pertinent to the “Why now?” question is the fact that we have recently had a significant “boom”
in our worship attendance. For the first time in at least a number of decades we averaged over 300 people
for weekend worship services in the month of February. If we do not soon have adequate spaces for these
new people among us to learn, be resourced, be discipled, grow, be welcomed and informed, or even park,
then we will miss out on huge discipleship opportunities. People will either seek these opportunities out
somewhere else, or even more tragic, no where else. We have a responsibility to equip the facility to handle
as many as possible for discipleship-formation!

And speaking financially, the church is currently in no debt. Not only is the church not in any debt, but all
bills and shares of ministry have been paid in full over the last few years. We are in as good a shape as we
could hope to expect at this point on the financial end. Even more exciting, we have the opportunity if peo-
ple give faithfully, generously, and sacrificially to move through the 20/20 Vision project with minimal to
no debt. This is a project that can be done in stages and as resources are raised. Some people say that this
is the “worst time” to go into any type of capital campaign due to the wider financial concerns of the coun-
try’s economy. However, this may just be the best time to embark on such a mission because it will force us
to relay, in faith, upon God. And anything we do MUST be in reliance and faith in Christ.

In short, there is an urgency and responsibility on our end to act now due to the increasing importance of
seeing our vision lived out in EVERY aspect so that the ministries that are going on may be maximized to
their fullest potential. We have that opportunity right now with increasing numbers of people joining us,
lack of debt, relative financial security (DESPITE the country’s economy!!), and the growing passion of the
people here to walk in faith.

God gives us certain moments, at certain times, where doorways are open. This is one of those times that
did not exist five years ago, and may not exist five years from now. Therefore, we need to move now to see
this part of the overall vision fulfilled for the advancement of God’s kingdom. In some ways, the better
question may not even be “Why now,” but rather, Why NOT now?” Let us be in prayer together to better
understand the unique opportunity that the Lord has laid before us right now in this place.

How Giving Is Saving Lives And Allowing Transformation To Occur:

At the Penn State Altoona Campus

Curt Wright from the Altoona campus recently escorted 40 Penn State Altoona stu-
dents to the Jubilee Conference in Pittsburg where they joined with thousands of other
college students to learn how to live out their faith in all areas of life. The weekend
event made a significant impact on the students. Curt continues to lead four Bible
studies every week, mentor three young men, and works with the praise and worship
band. A core group of students, known as the leadership team, help him to plan and
carry out the SALT ministry on campus. Curt continues to see God moving in a num-
ber of students and shares these praises:

« We are having a student attend our Friday Bible study who is a leader of the atheist
and agnostic group on campus

« One student doubted his faith entirely before going to the Jubilee conference. He
has now decided to be a Christian cam counselor this summer.

« Another student who has never been active in a church, attends our Friday Bible
study and is going on our spring break mission trip. He tells me that meeting God
has changed his life.

God is working on the campus of Penn State Altoona and I am so thankful for all of

you who support this ministry. Together, we are making a difference!
