Thanks to Danny’s work we have seen greatly improved finances at
the ROCK program and saw many work teams come together to work right here for local
mission in Altoona. This past summer alone we saw over 6 homes completely re-
painted, porches redone, sidewalks restored, and many other significant projects
finished.

CALLED TO GOD’S FRONTIERS

Is your church being managed or led?

Every congregation needs both. To discover yourattis emphasis, think about these
comparisons:

Are you focused on the present or on the future?

Do you value stability or change?

Is primary emphasis on smoothness and efficien@natisruption?
According to Rev. Dr. Gil Rendle, a United Methdgiastor and senior consultant with the
Alban Institute, management seeks to answer thstigne “Are we doing things right?” and
leadership seeks to answer the question, “Are virggdhings right?”
Obviously, every church needs management. Managesnebles efficiency and the smooth
running of the church, making certain that lea@deesin place for the fall fair and supplies are
ordered. Leadership causes discomfort by requiniqgiry and making choices. Leadership
asks, “Is the Fall Fair really important to the sms of the church?” A “no” answer to that
guestion might be very painful to some people.
One of the painful realities is that true leadgrstreates discomfort among any who desire
stability, smoothness, and efficiency. True leakliprsan be messy and controversial. Think of
all the resistance that Jesus encountered! At éueny he challenged the assumptions of
religious leaders of the time (healing was not pteg on the Sabbath, for example) and they
complained.
As we understand this, it becomes clearer why wistréhose strategies which can truly bring
about change in our churches. We know they maytteaissension and we don’t want that!
Management is obviously necessary. But if thahéshighest value of a congregation, surely
the action of God which always calls us into a figture may well be missed completely. We
will instead focus on simply attempting to maintthe current reality.
Questions Dr. Rendle suggests which every congoeegatust ask are: “Who are we?” which
is the identity question; “What has God calledaudg® or to be?” which is the purpose
guestion; “Who is our neighbor?” which is the qumstrequiring us to consider the world in
which we minister, near and far.
Those answers may well cause disruption in youggation, but to be faithful you must live
through the difficult times. One caution here: dission alone does not necessarily mean that
you are in a leadership mode. It may simply meanyburs is a troubled church without a
vision!
What new future might God be calling your churcligach? Are you willing to trust God to
lead you through the disruption?
Ask these questions: “Who are we?” “What has Gdieadas to do or to be?” “Who is our
neighbor?” We can dare to be leaders because Gogrbmised to walk with us in the journey.
