OM THE
SYPASTOR

No one likes to leap.
Especially when you do not know where you will land!

Leaping involves leaving the ground, losing some sense of control, flying through the air,
and leaving behind the security of what was known to move towards something un-
known.

Yes, nobody likes to leap... at least those of us who like control and predictability.

And yet, this is the essence of faith. God has always called God’s people to leap. To move
in faith into unknown lands, to trust, to live God’s way rather than our own way (think of
Abraham, of Moses, of the prophet Jeremiah, or any of the original 12 Disciples when Je-

sus called them).

Yet while we know this in theory, and even want to do it in our spirit, the reality of living
into it is quite different. Even when God proves Himself faithful once, we remain hesi-
tant and wonder IF God will do it again.

I have been challenged with this notion of leaping in faith recently as I was struck by
something that happened over our Resurrection/Easter Services. This year we made the
decision to lift up the walls of the sanctuary for the 10:45AM service and to set up extra
chairs in the overflow area. This decision was not made easily, and only after much dis-
cernment was it decided to go ahead and raise the walls. Lifting up these walls was a
huge leap in many ways as we have never done that before for a worship service. Also,
while it was going to be exciting to see the walls up, no one had any idea if there would be
enough people to sit in the chairs of the overflow area. It would look down right silly to
have many people sitting in the sanctuary, but no one sitting in the overflow area with
the sanctuary walls raised. Yet as we thought and prayed about it, and knowing what
God has been doing at Second Ave lately we took the leap to raise the walls, even
with the uncertainty, doubt, and—yes—fear which that brought.

The result?

Almost unbelievably, when it came time for the 10:45AM Resurrection service, the sanc-
tuary was completely full AND the entire overflow area was filled. In other words, there
were not many empty chairs left in the overflow area, nor were there many more people
than chairs that were set up. Almost to perfection, there were just as many chairs and
seats as there were people to sit in them.

What struck in me this, as | have reflected upon it, is that God responded and provided
to exactly how far we were willing to jump. It was as if God said, OK, those 2nd Ave.

people were willing to get the walls up and set up that number of extra chairs in faith,
so that is how many people I will provide-- matching exactly how far they were willing
to leap---no more, no less!”

I’'m not sure God would use those exact words, but you get the idea. Literally, it was as
if God provided up to the point of how far we were willing to go in faith. And what an
amazing service it was! Nearly 350 people gathered for that Resurrection service (with
17 new adult disciples joining, 4 confirmands, and 4 baptisms), and almost 500 gath-
ered together over the Resurrection weekend!

And this is not the first time that God has responded to just how far we were willing to
leap in faith. God has done this over...and over... and over! Yet each time we hesitate
and fight that leap, wondering if God will provide, “this time.”

Just look at what God has done as we have been willing to leap in faith. When we hired
our discipleship coordinator, we wondered how we could afford it, and yet our bills
have been paid “just” in full, not much more, not much less.

When we began the Elevation service on Saturday nights we wondered if it “would fly.”
Over the last number of months we have had just about as many people present as we
have had seats available...not too many more, not too many less.

Last year when we ventured through the 40 Days of purpose and the launch of our
small group emphasis we wondered if new small groups would begin and then con-
tinue. For the most part, we have had as many new small groups begin and continue
today as we have had people willing to lead them...not too many more, not too many
less.

Do we see a pattern here? Absolutely! Itis as if God keeps showing us that God will
meet us as far as we are willing to jump in faith! Not moving beyond us, and not leav-
ing us short or empty! But meeting us as far as faith is lived into!

I don’t know about you, but | have found this to be remarkable!!! And I hope it encour-
ages us for whatever comes next! For the nature of the God we serve, the call of Christ,
is to always move in faith to the next step or leap.

One of our next leaps will be coming in the Fall of this year as we move into the 20/20
Vision Initiative. Such an initiative can seem overwhelming, even scary as we seek to
make Second Avenue UMC the best possible mission center in Altoona. Looking to up-
date the facility for 2009 and beyond with proper air conditioning, handicap accessibil-
ity, proper electrical wiring, a proper welcoming area, and everything else that we have
been discussing in recent months can cause us to doubt when we consider the cost fac-
tor. HOWEVER, whenever those moments of doubt hit us, let us pause and look back

at God’s faithfulness here at Second Avenue. Let us remember that EVERY time we
have jumped in faith, God has met us right where we were---not too far beyond us and
not too short before us. It is quite remarkable when we really look at it!

Let us have every confidence that IF we move in faith and do everything that we hu-
manly can on our end (giving sacrificially, praying, remaining unified, living in commit-
ment together), the Lord WILL meet us where we are at and provide what is needed.
God has revealed this over and over and over. Let us recognize it, celebrate it, give
thanks for it, and most importantly, LIVE into it!

It is an amazing time to be a part of God’s kingdom. To think that the Lord would call
us for such a time as this! Let us pray, pray, and pray some more as we prepare to leap
in faith---knowing that when we land the Lord will be right there waiting! Just as He
has EVERY time God’s people have moved in faith!
